‘ a c r elcome to the 30th anniversary edition of Seed Manitobal
Since the first publication of Seed Manitoba in 1992, this
Variety Selection and Growers Source Guide has been
a valuable source of third-party variety performance information.
‘While the crop types in Seed Manitoba have changed over the last 30
years, our dedication to quality information remains as strong as ever.
Thank you to everyone who has contributed to making Seed
Manitoba a success over the years — the Manitoba Seed Growers’
Association, the Manitoba Crop Variety Evaluation Team (MCVET),
the Manitoba Co-operator, Manitoba Agriculture and Resource
Development, site contractors, commodity groups that donate data
and advertisers and sponsors for their support. Seed Manitoba is a
collaborative effort between industry, government and producers,
and would not be possible without the many people that contribute
to its publication.

WHERE DOES THE DATA COME FROM?

Data is from replicated small plot trials grown in many locations
throughout Manitoba and compiled over years. The main data col-
lected is yield and protein, other agronomic information in the
“Variety Description” tables is compiled from data submitted at
the time the variety was registered. Some ratings in the “Variety
Description” table, such as disease resistance, can change as commer-
cial performance and reaction to disease races are better understood.

TESTING LOCATIONS AND SITE YEARS
Testing locations are chosen by MCVET to represent the production
area of each crop type. Crops with wide adaptation such as barley, fall

rye, oat, spring and win-
ter wheat are planted at
all sites. Crops like flax,
field peas and lentils
are only planted at
locations where they
are typically grown.
Other crops like
canola, corn, dry
beans, soybeans
and sunflowers
are co-ordinated
through their
crop commod-
ity associations
and planted
where they
deem appro-
priate.

HOW CAN
SEED MANITOBA HELP
WITH VARIETY SELECTION?
Seed Manitoba provides unbiased replicated data, giving producers,
seed growers, and seed retailers more insight into variety perfor-
mance throughout the province. Yield data is displayed by location
to show local performance as well as summarized across locations
and years. The online variety selection tool at www.seedmb.ca allows
comparisons over multiple years and locations, which helps compare
a new variety to your tried and true variety.

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ANNUAL FORAGES FOR GREENFEED,
SILAGE AND/OR FALL GRAZING

Annuals shine in dry weather, producing more tonnes per inch of

rain than perennials

with large areas receiving 52-76 per cent

of normal precipitation and 96-121 per
cent of normal heat units. This continues a
hot, dry trend since 2017, which resulted in
several years of scarce and expensive for-
age supplies. Livestock producers can better
manage these hot, dry conditions by grow-
ing annual forage crops and improving their
perennial forage management.

Annual crops are more efficient mois-
ture users compared to their thirsty peren-
nial forage cousins. Corn only needs three
inches of water to produce one tonne of
dry matter, compared to over six inches for
alfalfa and timothy. Barley needs about four
inches and oats just under five inches of rain
per tonne of dry matter yield. This is why
during the recent dry years, annual forage
crops still yielded reasonably well but the
perennial forage crops suffered.

Plants such as corn, millet and sorghum
are warm-season crops that have the best
heat tolerance and are the most moisture-
and nitrogen-use efficient compared to
annual cereals commonly grown for feed.
Sorghum is particularly heat tolerant and
can continue to grow in temperatures as
high as 40°C; corn stops growing above
30° C.

When growing annual crops, earlier
seeding almost always produces higher
yields, whether grown for silage or grain.
Corn is a very high-yielding crop that can
be grown for silage or grazing but requires
optimal fertility and weed control. Oats,
barley or triticale can be grown for green-
feed, silage or swathed for grazing. A mix
of winter and spring cereals can be used
for grazing four to six weeks after seeding,
or can be cut for greenfeed and the winter
cereal will regrow and can be grazed later
in the summer/fall. Adding cover crops
or Italian ryegrass to the cereals will pro-

vide more forage for later summer or fall
grazing.

Higher sugar levels and a lower buffer-
ing capacity (less calcium) make it easier
to convert annual forage crops into well-
fermented silage. Perennial forages can be
ensiled but conditions have to be closer to
ideal to make a high-quality feed.

HARVESTING ANNUAL FORAGES
Annual crops harvested on a timely basis
make excellent-quality feed and may be
harvested as a greenfeed, chopped silage or
baled silage. Most annual cereals are har-
vested at the late milk to soft dough stage,
while millet is harvested at early heading,
and peas at first pods wrinkle. Advantages
of harvesting feed as silage include: 1) lower
nitrate levels by 30-50 per cent, 2) silage
harvest is less weather dependent, and 3)
less field and storage/weathering loss.

Harvesting cereals for greenfeed or silage
at the optimal time will maximize qual-
ity and yield. Even crops that are severely
moisture-stressed so that there is little grain
fill in the heads will have a good feed value
when cut on the green side.

In 2021, annual forage trials were con-
ducted at the Crop Diversification Centres

near Arborg, Roblin, Melita and Carberry
to compare the yield and quality of a num-
ber of annual crops grown for feed. We
would like to thank the dedicated staff at
each of those locations for carrying out
this research work.

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HOW TO IMPROVE PERENNIAL

FORAGE MANAGEMENT

lder, low-fertility hay stands have the least
O drought resistance and are the lowest-

yielding during dry years. Optimal fertil-
ity produces higher yields and makes forages more
moisture efficient, so fertilize forages properly.
Renovating older forage stands will increase forage
production. Forage insurance coverage provided by
MASC is highest for forage stands that are four years
or younger because they are higher yielding.

Always maximize the legumes in both the hay
AND pasture forage mixes. Legumes fix free nitro-
gen which will reduce fertilizer cost as long as the
legumes are inoculated with the proper rhizobia
bacteria. Legumes in the sward will also increase
protein in the feed. In mixed legume/grass stands
the legume will supply the grass with about 50 per
cent of its nitrogen needs. Rotational grazing can
double pasture production compared to continuous
grazing, simply by giving the plants a chance to rest
and recover. Leave sufficient leaf material to allow
photosynthesis and regrowth to occur.

FALL FORAGE RENOVATION

If there is sufficient green growth in the fall, spraying
the old forage field before a frost with 1.5-2 litres of
glyphosate per acre will result in good control of the

®

existing forage stand. This will allow the sod to rot
over the fall/winter for easier cultivation or direct
seeding next spring. If the field had 25-50 per cent
alfalfa, plan to annually crop the field for at least one
year before seeding back to alfalfa or an alfalfa/grass
mixture. This is because alfalfa exudes a chemical
into the soil which inhibits germination and vigour
of alfalfa seedlings for about one growing season, so
a break is required to allow the chemical to dissipate.

It’s also beneficial to annually crop at least one
year between perennial forages to allow for land
improvements (such as picking stones, drainage or
levelling), breaking any forage disease/insect cycles
and allowing moisture rejuvenation of the field.

After spraying glyphosate in the fall, the stand can
be hayed or grazed without any restrictions. Wait
long enough (5-7 days) to allow proper translocation
of the herbicide from the plant through to the roots
for optimal herbicide efficacy.

Improved forage management through shorter
alfalfa/grass rotations (3- to 6-year stands) and
growing some warm and cool-season annuals in the
rotation will go a long way to securing your feed
supply and keeping your farm productive.

SEED MANITOBA 2022
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SOIL NITRATE CONCERNS FOR
PULSE AND SOYBEAN CROPS
AFTER THE DROUGHT

High nitrate levels can be both an asset for high-N use crops and a
nuisance for N-fixing crops

he past year will go down in his-
I tory as a very different one. Dry
conditions throughout most of the

province saw extremely low yields in cereals
and canola on light sandy soils. Regions that
received timely rains surprised growers with
respectable yields. August saw some late-
season rains after most of the cereals were
harvested and then in September farmers
had another surprise when soil test results
started to come back with much higher
nitrate levels on their cereal ground than
what they have experienced in the past. In
areas with low crop yields, soil nitrate levels
have been ranging from 50 Ibs. of residual
nitrogen (N)/acre to as high as 150 Ibs. N/
acre. How do peas and soybeans handle the
high N levels and what will the effect be on
nodulation in these crops?

There are three main reasons for higher
nitrate levels this year:
+ Less crop uptake and removal
+ Some crops were terminated early

(and reseeded but did not germinate)
+ Few losses to leaching and deni-

trification in dry conditions

SOYBEANS

High nitrate levels can be both an asset
for high-N use crops and a nuisance for
N-fixing crops. During the 2000s, when
soybeans were introduced across Manitoba,
high nitrate levels played havoc with good
nodulation of first-time soybean fields.
Based on field observations and a handful of
studies, a loose rule of thumb was developed
to avoid growing soybeans if nitrate levels
exceeded 60-70 Ibs. N/ac.

As soybeans were grown more frequent-
ly and background soil levels of rhizobium
built up, this rule became less and less rel-
evant. Research funded by the Manitoba
Pulse and Soybean Growers indicated that
growers should target a minimum of 10
nodules per plant. A few field studies indi-
cated that high N levels reduced nodule
numbers on virgin fields below the 10 per
plant target. On experienced fields, although
high N levels reduced nodule numbers, the
number of nodules usually exceeded the 10
per plant target (Figure 1 and 2). In the
worst-case treatment of 100 Ibs. N/ac. as
urea, soil nitrate levels averaged 110 Ibs. N/
ac. or 70 Ibs. more than the check. In this
instance 4/5 “first time” soybeans, and 4/8
“experienced” soybeans had fewer than 10
nodules.

Soybeans do use and need some soil

nitrate to get established. We measured that
some 50 Ibs. N/ac is taken up by the vegeta-
tive plant in the spring prior to N fixation,
which then produces the last 150-200 Ibs.
N/ac needed by the crop. The problem is
when soil nitrate is high enough to inhibit
nodulation, but insufficient to meet the
whole yield potential of the crop.

FIELD PEAS

Field peas have a much longer history in
Manitoba than soybeans, and the rhizobia
bacteria are naturally found in the soil across
Western Canada. From past work done on
peas and nodulation, a rule of thumb indi-
cates that 50 Ibs. of residual N is the most
you would like to see when growing peas.

This year growers have been asking about
planting peas on fields that are closer to 100
Ibs. N/ac. In these cases, if growers choose
to plant peas, it would be still a good practice
to apply an on-seed liquid inoculant, and
also a granular inoculant as an in-furrow
application. The in-furrow granular forma-
tion would be available much later in the
growing season.

A Saskatchewan study on lentils with
high nitrogen levels (Bremer et al. 1988)

1st year soybeans (5 sites)

found that there was little impact on yield
at the high N rate of 80 Ibs./acre as long as
inoculant was used. This could be used as
a guideline for peas. Although not directly
tested on peas, it would lead one to believe
the results would be similar.

If N is higher than 100 lbs./ac. one
would expect to see reduced nodulation,
but the field peas would still grow and
have respectable yields given good grow-
ing conditions. If N levels are well above
100 Ibs./ac. the first choice would be to
change to a crop that would benefit from
high N levels, such as a cereal or canola. If
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Soybean history (8 sites)

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a grower decides to plant peas on a field
with high residual N we suggest assessing
nodulation at the 6-9th node stage or at R1
(flower bud) to capture peak nodulation.
A full assessment guide can be found at:
https://www.manitobapulse.ca/2019/06/
assessing-field-pea-nodulation/. There
are no rescue treatments if nodulation
failure occurs but it would allow a pro-
ducer to get a good handle on the level of
nodulation.

If your soil test indicates high nitrogen
levels and you are thinking about growing
peas or soybeans, consider the following
when making the decision:

+ Consider a high N use crop like wheat,
canola or corn. If drought led to high soil
N levels, it probably also increased the
risks of herbicide residues, and these need
to be respected.

+ Consider soybeans or peas if there has
been a recent history of well-nodulated
crops. Fields with a history of peas and
soybeans are less likely to have nodula-
tion failures when the same crop type is
grown than fields without a history of
these crops.

+ Inoculate with liquid on seed as well as a
granular/liquid sideband since it is avail-
able later in the season.

« Grow iron deficiency chlorosis- (IDC)
tolerant soybean varieties. High nitrate
levels are one of the risk factors besides
salinity and free lime or calcium carbon-
ate that leads to IDC in soybeans.

+ If there is a volunteer crop, regrowth or
cover crops, let them keep growing. These
can decrease soil nitrate levels (in studies
up to 50 Ibs./ac) and they do not tend to
provide all the N back to the following
crop. Alas, they are also using up valuable
water which is needed to recharge our
soils for 2022 crops.

+ Retest soils in the spring. Nitrate levels
can decline if we have surplus fall and
spring moisture resulting in leaching in
sandy soils or denitrification in saturated
soils.

CONDITIONS

Manitoba Agriculture and Resource Development’s guidelines for estimating
costs of production can help you balance several considerations

roducers face some tough crop selec-
P tion decisions in the wake of a 2021

drought, higher-than-average grain
prices and rising input costs. Questions such
as which crop will be the most profitable,
which crop has the most downside risk,
what crops fit best into a rotation, and how
cropping decisions in 2022 will affect those
in the future are all top of mind this plan-
ning season.

Additional concerns such as potential
herbicide carryover from a dry 2021 season,
higher-than-average remaining fertility lev-
els on land that grew well-below-average
crops and changes in tillage practices to con-
serve moisture are all questions that need
to be considered when making cropping
choices. Crops that were previously con-
sidered locks in the rotation are now being
questioned, while the search for new crops
to add to the rotation has taken on new
importance.

Manitoba Agriculture and Resource
Development’s guidelines for estimating
crop costs of production (Crop Production
Costs (XLS 1.24 MB or PDF 3.39 MB)
— search online for ‘Manitoba Agriculture
cost of production’) is a great place to start
for crop profitability and risk analysis. This
guide provides an easy-to-use template to
fully evaluate all costs with the ability to
compare different crops. These compari-
sons take on increased importance with all
the changes in the past 12 months to crop
yields, crop prices and input costs. Cropping
selections are not made in a vacuum, as
many connected variables go into picking
the best crops to grow in 2022.

Crop profitability is always top of mind
for producers considering which crops to
grow. Reasonably assessing yield, price
and cost based on realistic scenarios is very
important.

YIELD

The drought of 2021 and the corresponding
low yields broke up a string of relatively
stable yields from previous growing sea-
sons. To help estimate potential yields, look
to Agrilnsurance probable yields for your
farm from Manitoba Agricultural Services
Corporation (MASC). Consider your soil
moisture levels heading into the 2022 grow-
ing season. Depending on the crop choice,
drier-than-average soil conditions should
prompt a reduction in projected yields used
for planning purposes.

PRICE

‘While grain prices are high right now, there
are variability and downside price risks in
the commodity markets. Looking to new-
crop rather than old-crop pricing provides a
better view of potential prices for the 2022
crop.

COSTS

Finally, consider the costs that go into
growing a crop, one of the things that pro-
ducers have some control over. Fertilizer
prices are nearly double compared to prices
last season. With some areas seeing severe
drought-reduced yields, accurately estimat-
ing remaining fertility levels with the cur-
rent fertilizer prices will produce a great
return on investment, so go soil test!
Assessing crops that require less fertilizer,
such as soybeans, peas and flax will be worth
the time spent. Seed costs are increasing due
to the price of grain being high. Other costs
like fuel, labour, equipment and land always
seem to take a steady march higher. It is very
important this year to fully cost these items,
as there has been such a change in crop
production costs for the upcoming year as
compared to previous years.

RISKS

Risk with cropping decisions this year will
be very important to identify. Creating
some ‘what if scenarios will bring clarity to
risks with crop choices. With the effects of
the 2021 drought in recent memory, what if
crop yields are 40 per cent lower than pro-
jected? Lower-input crops such as oats and
soybeans may see a smaller drop in profit-
ability compared to higher-input crops like
canola and wheat. However, in extreme
environmental situations, rarely do all crops
suffer the same yield loss as some perform
better relative to others. In some regions in
2021, soybeans suffered less of a yield loss
compared to canola due to rainfall timing
and how each type of plant handles extreme
heat. Wheat also fared relatively better than
other cereals in areas of drought as it was
able to find and use more moisture than oats
or barley. No one knows what the weather
will be like for 2022, but if we enter winter
drier than average, determining what pro-
jections would look like in another drought
scenario would be the prudent management
decision.

ROTATION

Considering the previous crop grown in determining a profitable crop
rotation is important for success. Manitoba Agriculture and Resource
Development and MASC have an informative table showing the
yield response to a crop planted with a previous crop (https://www.
masc.mb.ca/masc.nsf/mmpp_crop_rotations.html). For example, red
spring wheat planted on oat stubble only provides a 93 per cent prob-
able yield response compared to red spring wheat planted on soybean
stubble providing a 108 per cent probable yield response. Choosing
crops that create a positive yield response can have large benefits to
the farm, as each year’s gains have a positive compounding effect over
time. Farms that find themselves in this position will be much more
resistant to the negative effects of extreme environmental conditions.

The past few years have seen wheat, canola and soybeans make up
nearly 80 per cent of the crops grown in Manitoba. These crops have
historically been profitable and fit well into Manitoba’s growing con-
ditions. However, growing only three crops can create risk compared
to growing a wider range of crops, essentially by not putting all of
one’s eggs into one basket.

On the other side, growing more crops in a rotation requires more
production management knowledge and possibly a wider range of
equipment. Adding new crops to a rotation will initially create risk,
as there is a learning curve to growing a new crop, but over the long
run, risk to the farm will be reduced as knowledge is gained in grow-
ing these crops.

Calculating profitability based on realistic numbers, identifying
downside risk with potential crops to be grown on the farm and
understanding the interconnectedness of rotation decisions will
lead to long-term success. Bringing in new crops into the rotation
at a sustainable pace and balancing the crops currently in the rota-
tion will protect against future extreme environmental conditions.
Failure to scrutinize these decisions on the farm under these condi-
tions will put the farm at risk and limit the chances of success now
and in the future. W

All variety yields compared as a percentage of the the check, 45CM39. To maintain trial consistency, and reduce risk of clubroot affecting yield
trials, the check variety Is now a clubroot-resistant hybrid.

Canola yield trials are split into two categories: Standard Canola for traditionally swathed canola varieties, and Straight-Cut Canola on page 56 for
varieties marketed with pod-shatter tolerance.

Yields derived over two or more growing seasons are the best indicator of variety performance. For new varieties, “Zone Average Yield” over all
sites is more reliable than data from a single location. Use single site year data with caution.

Clubroot is a long-lived soil-borne disease that can impact canola performance. Using clubroot resistant varietes in Rural Municipalities where
clubroot has been found is highly recommended as a risk mitigation tool. To know for sure if your own fields have clubroot, soil testing is the only
way to find out, prior to finding galls in the fields.

The map above shows positive clubroot findings by
Rural Municipality (RM), discovered through visual field
symptoms and/or presence of clubroot spores in soil
through laboratory testing for DNA. Testing completed
from 2009 to present is still considered limited, in that
only one field per township (36 square miles) was tested
as a representative field to create the map. Positive
findings have been at low concentrations, usually below
5,000 spores/gram soil (an amount considered negligible),
throughout the province.

Amendments to the Seeds Act, Seeds Regulations
are now in effect that streamline the variety
registration process for forage varieties.

Forage crops are moved to Part IIl of Schedule Il of the
Seeds Regulations. Recommending Committees are no
longer required for the registration of forage crop varieties,
since the testing and merit requirements are removed.
Registration still requires a standard application package
to enable the CFIA to continue to protect health and
safety, prevent fraud, and facilitate seed certification.
