Welcome to Seed Manitoba 2015, the Variety
Selection and Growers Source Guide, com-
pliments of Manitoba Agriculture, Food and
Rural Development, Manitoba Seed Growers’
Association and the Manitoba Co-operator.

2014 was a challenging growing season from
start to finish — late seeding, flooding, drought,
then a wet September and a harvest that went
well into late October. Provincially, crop yields
were slightly above the 10-year average, but
lower-than-average yields were reported in
numerous areas, largely due to the extreme
weather that impacted stand establishment and
crop development. Quality was average to below
average. Specifically in cereals, downgrading
factors from sprouting, fusarium-infected ker-
nels and mildew are creating challenges for
grain marketing.

Is this our new ‘normal?” Probably not, but
with the 2014 quality and disease issues in mind,
new varieties for 2015 can be chosen from the
following pages that have better tolerances to
some of the production challenges we experi-
enced this year.

Yield is always a key trait to look for in a
variety, but other attributes such as disease
resistance are important too. In the various crop
types ‘Variety Description’ tables, you will find
information on yield, height, maturity, lodging,
disease resistance and specific quality attributes
on % protein, % oil, test weight, etc. dependent
on the crop type. This information is developed
through the variety registration system, but as
varieties become more commercially grown,
modifications can, led by breeders and patholo-
gists better reflect commercial performance in
the field. The MCVET trials, primarily record
yield performance by location, but are also used
for disease assessments and quality analysis. The
information collected provides a good snapshot
in time and location for the varieties, but also
consider that the long-term yields or multi-
location yields can identify performance consis-
tency. Check out our online tool Seed Interactive

(www.seedinteractive.ca) that can perform some
of the queries you may be looking for on multi
location/variety/year comparisons.

The Manitoba Crop Variety Evaluation Team
(MCVET) and commodity groups (canola, corn,
pulse and sunflower) annually co-ordinate the
testing and analysis of variety performance from
15 to 20 crops types at over 20 locations.
The varieties tested are entered by either the
breeder or the company marketing the variety.
On average, there are 7,000 plots being grown
in the summer to feed information into the Seed
Manitoba publication.

Changes in Seed Manitoba 2015

In the Cereal section, a column for Stripe
Rust resistance ratings for the Spring Wheat and
Durum Wheat tables has been added. In the
Oat and Barley tables, Roblin has been added
as a site and is shared with the Saskatchewan
Variety Performance Group (SVPG). Results are
published for those entries also tested by MCVET.
For barley, the trial was divided into 2-row and
6-row as what is done in Saskatchewan, and the
results are presented as such.

In the Oilseed section, the Canola comments
now include a list of the varieties registered as
‘clubroot resistant’ as a resource for produc-

ers wanting to grow these varieties. As not all
the varieties have been tested in the CPT trials,
additional information needs to be requested
from the marketing company as to yield poten-
tial, maturity and blackleg tolerance. In the Flax
tables, a new column has been added to indicate
seed colour, as specific markets are buying flax
based on seed coat colour. In Sunflowers, as
no trials made it to yield in 2014, the long-term
database is presented on varieties tested from
2011-2013 for both the confection-type and oil-
type sunflower currently available in Manitoba
for seed sales.

Seed Manitoba continues to be a collab-
orative effort between industry, government and
producers to provide comprehensive variety
performance information. Without the MCVET
sponsors, supporters, site contractors and com-
modity groups that donate data, this publication
would not be possible. Special thanks to Patti
Rothenburger and Craig Linde of MAFRD who
behind the scenes, make the transition from
organizing trials to data analysis and proofing
run smoothly.

We hope you find the information contained
in Seed Manitoba 2015 helpful while you deter-
mine your variety choices for the upcoming
2015 growing season.
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Seed inspection’s
transition to the private
sector: How did it go?
Much better than expected

Mike Scheffel doubted Canada’s pedigreed
seed field inspection system could be priva-
tized in just two years. He was wrong.

“I told my boss... it was impossible...”
Scheffel, the Canadian Food Inspection
Agency’s (CFIA) national seed section
manager said during the Interprovincial
Seed Growers meeting in Winnipeg Nov. 5.
“Fortunately my colleagues and the CSGA
(Canadian Seed Growers Association) and
all the people here who helped us make this
happen proved me wrong. And I am actually
quite happy to be proven wrong.”

Amid much trepidation, privatizing
Canada’s pedigreed seed inspection service
this year went better than expected.

The goal was getting private company
inspectors to inspect 75 to 80 per cent of
Canada’s pedigreed seed acres in 2014.
They did 89.5 per cent, plus 52 per cent of
Canada’s seed plots.

“We exceeded our expectations in the first
year,” Scheffel said in an interview Oct. 29.

Craig Riddell, a seed grower near Warren,
agrees.

“Frankly 1 saw a level of service and
communication far beyond what I ever saw
before,” Riddell said. “A private company
wants to keep you happy and the thing that
was keeping seed growers unhappy under
CFIA (inspection) was an antiquated system
of communication with growers.”

Electronic reporting

The CSGA administers that communica-
tion system. It rolled out its new standard-
ized electronic reporting system to coincide
with the change in service providers. As a
result, seed growers got field inspection
results much sooner this year, said CSGA
executive director Dale Adolphe.

“The lag time when an inspection is done
and CSGA receives the inspection report was

reduced from an average of 15 days to 2.3
days,” Adolphe said.

“It forced us to where we should've been
anyways. And it forced seed growers to have
on file with us a valid email address so we
could communicate with them.”

Most inspectors were equipped with elec-
tronic tablets. Ninety per cent of inspection
reports were filed electronically in 2014
compared to just 10 per cent last year.

Most of the private inspections in 2014 were for fields of founda-
tion, registered and certified cereals and pulses, including soybeans,
which make up the bulk of Canada’s pedigreed seed.

Preliminary results from a survey of seed growers shows 88 per
cent were satisfied or very satisfied with their inspector.

Many were former CFIA inspectors, while others were newly
trained by CFIA.

Spot checks

While companies want to keep their customers happy, Riddell said
he isn’t worried they’ll cut corners. In fact, he believes his inspector
this year was more diligent than ever knowing that CFIA was doing
spot checks. Too many errors could cost an inspector his or her
licence. Moreover, seed growers want inspectors to follow the letter
of the law.

“If they find something, it will save me a wreck down the road,”
Riddell said.

Despite the relatively trouble-free changeover concerns remain.
One is the cost, which in 2014 was two to three times more than it
used to be under CFIA. However, cutting CFIA’s costs was one of the
reasons for privatizing seed inspection in the first place and stemmed
from federal government’s 2012 budget.

The good news is in 2014 inspection fees were lower than first
expected.

“The price is just something people will have to swallow,” Riddell
said. “We're into a cost-recovery model. I think there’s enough com-
petition there to keep that at a reasonable level. The price came along
with some gains (in service).”

Small cost increase

While inspection costs took a relatively big jump, the cost increase
per bushel to the farmer buying it is still small.

There were also some scheduling problems, but it’s something
Riddell expects can be addressed in future years.

Some service providers were also frus-
trated that they couldn’t get more inspectors
trained sooner.

Still, it was a remarkable feat given Canada
has the largest seed certification process in
the world, said Adolphe. In 2014 there were
about 3,500 seed growers with 17,000 fields
totalling 1.17 million acres in nine prov-
inces, he said.

In those fields there were more than
2,100 varieties of more than 50 different
crop kinds.

Last year there were 1.3 million acres
of pedigreed seed grown in Canada — the
highest since 2001. This year’s plantings
were on par with the five-year average.

“I can’t look at these numbers and see
any obvious negative impact on acreage or
(seed grower) membership from alternative
service delivery,” Adolphe said.

Twenty-four companies were approved by
CFIA to offer inspection services this year.
(CFIA staff inspected 10 per cent of the acres
not done by private inspectors and also con-
ducted spot checks of inspections done by
private inspectors.)

Of those 24 companies, six did 70 per
cent of the inspections.

More inspectors

More than 280 inspectors were trained
by CFIA in 2013 and 2014, resulting in there
being more inspectors available than there
was under CFIA inspection.

Adolphe, Scheffel and Riddell credit gov-
ernment-industry co-operation for things
going so well. And the co-operation will
continue as a government-industry advisory
group surveys seed growers, service provid-
ers and private and CFIA inspectors about
what went right and wrong, Scheffel said.

“We're not really anticipating any major
modifications to the model in 2015, but we
do hope to fine tune and make some minor
improvements to the structures we do have
in place,” he said.

“Eventually the long-term goal is almost
100 per cent of them (inspections) will be
done by the private sector, but it will take a
few years for people to get the experience
and the qualifications to be able to do minor
crop kinds and these higher-generation
crops as well.”

The Canadian Seed Trade Association is
pressing for “second-party” seed inspection
where companies inspect seed fields grown
for them by farmers under contract, Adolphe

said. How that could affect the integrity of
the pedigreed seed system needs to be con-
sidered, he said. Such a system may give rise
to conflicts of interest.

Second party
Second-party inspection will not be

allowed in 2015, Scheffel said.

“I realize there’s going to be pressure for
second party and other models perhaps,” he
said. “I think they all need to be examined in
the Canadian context and the current reality
of how we’re structured, and recognize what
unintended consequences we could perhaps
see as a result of any changes we make to the
model as well.”

In the interim, CFIA wants the new private
inspection companies to get better estab-
lished.

Second-party inspection dominates in
Europe, but its pedigreed seed system is
much different than Canada’s, Scheffel said.
In Europe there are no independent seed
growers; they all grow seed under contract
for variety developers. All the seed sold is
certified and almost all of it is protected
under Plant Breeders’ Rights legislation.

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Winter wheat:

Can It compete?

It used to be the undisputed yield leader but there are some

new challengers out there

Winter wheat has traditionally been the go-to
crop for Manitoba farmers seeking high yields,
with the arrival of new general purpose and
unregistered spring wheats on the market.

“I think in 2015 we’ll actually see our general
purpose and unregistered wheat lines surpass our
winter wheat acres,” Pam de Rocquigny, Manitoba
Agriculture, Food and Rural Development's cere-
al specialist, said during a panel discussion at
the Interprovincial Seed Growers’ meeting in
Winnipeg Nov. 5.

Industry estimates put winter wheat plantings
this fall at 200,000 acres or less — half the five-
year average.

Last year there were 133,983 acres of “feed
wheat,” which includes general purpose and

unregistered wheats, insured in Manitoba. (2014
figures won’t be available until early 2015.)

The panel’s topic was “Winter wheat: Can it
compete?” It’s conclusion? Yes.

“From the (milling) quality side, absolutely,”
said Lisa Nemeth, the Canadian International
Grains Institute’s winter wheat technical specialist.

Canada Western Red Winter (CWRW) wheat
produces excellent flour, well suited for making
Asian noodles, steam breads, hearth breads and
for blending with other wheats, including Canada
Western Red Spring (CWRS), she said.

“The Canadian wheats come with the added
value of the uniformity and consistency of the
class,” she said. “We just had a customer in last
week who is very familiar with the U.S. market...

and he said ‘Canada, you have it right. You have
a fingerprint on your classes, and when we buy a
class we know what that quality is going to be and
know that it’s going to be consistent.”

Steady supply

One of the biggest issues when promoting
Canadian winter wheat sales is having a steady
supply, Nemeth added.

“I believe that yes, winter wheat can compete,”
said University of Manitoba winter wheat breeder
Anita Brilé-Babel. “ think the vield advantage
holds in most years.”

It didn't the last two, said Warren-area seed
grower Craig Riddell. In 2013 and 2012 the
Canada Western General Purpose (CWGP) variety
Pasteur and the unregistered American variety
Faller yielded 20 to 25 bushels an acre more than
winter wheat, he said.

Manitoba’s 2012-13 winter wheat crop aver-
aged 67.5 bushels an acre, according to Manitoba
crop insurance data — just slightly higher than
the hard red spring wheats at 61.1. But last year
feed wheat averaged 77.7 bushels an acre — 10
bushels an acre or 15 per cent more than the
winter wheat.

“It (winter wheat) has been a good fit,” Riddell
said. “But we have seen sort of a sea change the
last couple of years moving away from it for a
number of reasons both market-wise and agro-
nomic.”

Poor start

Growing conditions weren't the best for winter
wheat in 2012-13 or 2013-14, he said. Many
stands got off to a poor start and didn’t survive the
winter well. The 2013-14 winter wheat crop also
got hammered with fusarium head blight.

Meanwhile, Pasteur and Faller, were not only
yielding as much or more than winter wheat,
they were often selling for almost as much as
CWRS varieties, considered the Cadillac of milling
wheats.

“This is something new,” Riddell said.

“They've had tremendous success and some
really big yields (with Pasteur and Faller),” he
said.

“Most the last two years they eclipsed winter
wheat yields because the stands weren't that great
and the winters weren’t favourable. So there’s
been a major reversal where there’s hardly any
interest in putting any winters in the ground.”

Poor growing conditions also masked the
potential of some of the new winter wheat varie-
ties, Riddell added.

“We were seeing a very tight spread in the mar-
ket price — no significant premiums for protein
and the slight discrepancy (lower) price for the
GP was more than made up with the yield advan-
tage,” he said. “This limited price spread between
all classes is evident for everything from winter
(wheat) right through to feed. We don’t really
see a massive range at this time so growers are
looking for what works for them agronomically...

“If we get back to more normal winter survival
I think the shine will come back to wheat.”

Yield gap
Brilé-Babel agrees. Growing conditions
change from year to year and it's likely some

years will favour winter wheat over spring wheat,
she said.

The gap between winter wheat and CWGP
wheats isn't that big, Brtilé-Babel said. For exam-
ple, the average yield of CWGP spring varieties
tested under the Manitoba Crop Evaluation Trials
(MCVET) in 2014 was 70 bushels an acre, com-
pared to 79.4 for CWRW varieties, she said.

A comparison of crop insurance yields between
2009 and 2013 shows a similar trend with winter
wheat varieties averaging 62.9 bushels an acre
versus 54 for feed wheats. It should be noted,
however, some of the higher-yielding general pur-
pose wheats are relatively new and would not have
been grown during the entire period. Also, CDC
Falcon was in the winter wheat class until recently
being switched to general purpose.

New higher-yielding winter wheats are in the
pipeline, Briilé-Babel said. But developing new
winter wheat varieties takes longer than spring

wheat, she added. Because winter wheat must
vernalize before if can produce seed, it can’t be
harvested in the fall and shipped to the Southern
Hemisphere to accelerate seed multiplication.
Winter wheat is in the ground for 11 months
and there’s a short window between harvesting it
in the fall and replanting it, Br{ilé-Babel said
Winter wheat is a good way to diversify a farm
and reduce risk, she said. Winter wheat helps
farmers fight weeds and it has environmental
benefits. It also spreads out a farmer’s workload.

One-pass seeding

Many farmers, especially large ones, are trying
to spring seed in one pass, but aren’t there yet with
winter wheat, Riddell said.

“For a lot of producers it’s really not a time
savings (growing winter wheat) when you have
to do separate applications of fertilizer,” he said.
“And they’re not happy with the spring methods
of trying to effectively get that purchased pound
of nitrogen into the ground compared with what
they can do with their drill in a one-pass system
seeding spring wheat.”

Reduced crop insurance coverage for winter
wheat has also made the crop less attractive, he
said.

There’s also less stubble to seed winter wheat
into as farmers increase soybean plantings and cut
back on canola.

“I know on our farm canola really hasn’t been
competing well with soybeans,” Riddell said.
“Soybeans have taken a large part of our rotation
and there’s just not that much stubble. There’s
sort of a joke in our neck of the woods that the
only reason we're growing canola is for snow
catch if we want something to plant our winter
wheat into.”

Canola Comments

The Variety Descriptions table summarizes the performance of canola varieties tested in 2014 through the post-registration Canola Performance Trial (CPT).

The CPT information within Seed Manitoba 2015 and on-line, provides data which has been audited by field inspection and data analysis process. The data
presented was collected based on a specific scientifically designed protocol to ensure comparisons are unbiased. Detailed notes on other variety attributes
and trial management are at www.canolaperformancetrials.ca

Performance at individual locations can be compared within the HT group and between groups, but the best performance indicator is to compare varieties
over multiple sites. The trial design included grouping by herbicide tolerance so the LSD (Least Significant Differences) has been included for each HT group
to determine if yield difference between varieties are significant. Using the comparisons of the yield performance to the standard 73-75RR, comparisons
can be made between HT groups and between small plot and field scale trials.

Data Sources:

Data presentation in the long and mid season canola growing zones trials table (page 56) was collected from small plot/replicated trials that are typically
less than % acre in size. Varieties have been entered by the representative marketing company for testing.

Field scale trials range from ¥z to 12 acres and are managed by growers using their typical production practices. The trials are planted, swathed, harvested,
and in some cases sprayed by growers using the respective herbicide systems according to established protocols. The results presented are varieties that
were also included in the testing under small plot, replicated trials.

Blackleg Rating for Canola

The rating represents a variety’s blackleg tolerance relative to the susceptible variety Westar. Varieties with a resistant (R) or moderately resistant (MR) rating
for blackleg have shown the greatest ability to suppress blackleg, but can still develop some lesions or cankers. Individual field performance and tolerance
may vary from tolerance levels reported in the registration trials. In fields showing higher than expected levels of blackleg or where there has been history
of a tight rotation with canola, it may be necessary to lengthen rotation to achieve sufficient blackleg control.

Clubroot Resistant Varieties (information from http://archive.canola-council.org/clubroot/)
Clubroot (Plamodiophora brassicae) is a disease of canola, which is long-lived in soil and is difficult to manage once it becomes established. Clubroot has
been found at very low concentrations in Manitoba canola fields.

Clubroot resistant varieties are available for planting with resistance to the predominant pathotypes, but are not immune to the disease. With continued
use, selection pressure for other clubroot pathotypes may occur that cannot be controlled by varietal resistance. To keep this genetic tool for the long-term,
proper crop rotations and agronomic practices are needed.

Please Note: Experimental Lines that are being tested in Manitoba

Due to recent changes for the requirements for registration for soybeans, lines which are not registered will be listed under this category
Maturity Notes: Always Use More Than 1 Criteria to Evaluate Maturity.

1 Soybean varieties have been organized into 3 maturity zones - short, mid and long season areas. Although there are no variety restrictions, the short season
grouping is meant to be a starting point for new growers in the outer production areas. The long season group is targeted for the southern Manitoba generally
south of Highway 23, with the mid season grouping making up the bulk of the production area in between the short and long season area.

2 Company Crop Heat Unit ratings are assigned to assist growers select varieties suitable for their area. Unfortunately Company Heat Unit ratings do not
always reflect the actual maturity in Manitoba. Growers should never rely on just 1 criteria for judging maturity. Experimental lines are not assigned a HU
rating until they become registered.

3 Maturity grouping is a ranking of maturity provide by seed suppliers. These rankings are asigned to varieties to assist growers to select varietes suited
for their area. For future years, maturity grouping will be used instead of CHU Ranking.

4 Relative days to maturity (dtm) is the number of days from seeding to plant maturity (95% of the pods on the plant are mature with seeds rattling in the
pods when plant is shaken) and is expressed as + or - days from the check. Growers need to be cautious when using only one year data when evaluating
maturity and yield. Using multiple year maturity data when available will give you a better indication on how a variety will mature with different growing
seasons. Actual days to maturity for the check is found in the grey Check Box at the bottom of the table.

Roundup Ready and Conventional soybean varieties are evaluated separately from Roundup Ready type varieties, meaning direct comparison of
varieties between different tables is not possible. All trials are solid seeded at 210,000 plants/acre.

2 Hilum colour can range from Yellow (Y), ImperfectYellow (1Y), Grey (G), Brown (BR), Buff (BF), Tan (TN) or Black (BL) and is solely a marketing issue.
The hilum is the point on the soybean seed where it attaches to the pod.

3 Relative Seeds/Ib, these were the seed numbers of the varieties entered into the trial. Soybean seed size can vary greatly between varieties and even
from seed lot to seed lot of the same variety. Growers should use the seed size for their seed lot when calculating seeding rates.

4 Lodging is rated at harvest; 1=standing upright, 5= flat along the ground. A rating of 3 or more can promote white mold within the crop canopy.

5 Iron Deficiency Chlorosis (IDC) rating scores 1=green leaves, 2=yellowish leaves, 3=green veins with yellow leaves, 4=brown dead tissue between green
veins, 5=severe chlorosis and a stunted growing point. Ratings were taken from 4 sites prone to iron chlorosis over the last 2 years. IDC tolerant varieties
are varieties with lower IDC Scores and perform better on soils prone to iron deficiency.

6 Iron Deficiency Chlorosis (IDC) grouping is used because varieties will have different visual rating scores from year to year. Numerical ratings which
are close but are in different groupings will show similar symptoms. Both numerical and groupings should be considered together when judging IDC.
Tolerant=leaves stayed green, Semi Tolerant=leaves when yellow then turned green, Susceptible= leaves went chlorotic and had dead patches on their
leaves and were often stunted.

Disease Management:

All sunflowers currently available are susceptible to sclerotinia and all varieties presented in SEED MANITOBA 2015 have shown suscpetibility to
the sunflower rust strains present in Manitoba, as tested by Morden AAFC. Environmental conditions, presence of inoculum from previously infected
crops will increase risk of crop infection. Losses from both rust and sclerotinia can reduce yields, test weight and can cause grading factor issues. To
manage scelotinia and rust, use of fungicides in combination with good agronomic practices such as lengthened crop rotations between sunflower
crops (both sclerotnina and rust) and between other sclerotinia susceptible crops and sunflowers both in the fields and adjacent fields will help reduce
inoculum and potential for infection.

The Manitoba Forage and Grassland Associa-
tion coordinates the Manitoba sites within the
Western Canadian Forage Variety Testing Program
(West Test). Management of the program is
through an industry team approach. Produc-
ers, seed trade, extension and researchers are
involved in the forage evaluation management
committee.

The perennial forage cultivar evaluation is co-
ordinated with similar programs in Saskatchewan
and Alberta, allowing for sharing of test data. The

annual forage testing is coordinated with other
testing facilities and producer organizations.

The testing sites are Arborg, Carberry, Melita,
Rosebank (formerly Neepawa), Roblin and St.
Adolphe (formerly St. Pierre Jolys). Cooperation
and support from program partners have allowed
the efficient operation of testing in 2014.

The objective of the evaluation program is to
provide information to Manitoba's forage produc-
ers and industry partners on the performance
of annual and perennial forage cultivars under

Manitoba conditions. The program measures dry
matter yields of perennials under a three-cut
system over three production years and annuals
under a one-cut system over three years. The
program has also developed test procedures to
evaluate persistence, winter-hardiness and graz-
ing tolerance.

The Manitoba Forage and Grassland Associa-
tion publishes results from West Test, and Mani-
toba Agriculture, Food and Rural Development
compiles data for Seed Manitoba.
